Policy/Procedures

The ACGME Case Log is an important part of the Residency Program Accreditation Process.  The ACGME reviews the Case Log yearly to ensure that all residents in a given program have met their minimum numbers and that the numbers are similar among residents in a graduating class.  Residency program directors also use the case log to determine which residents might need more experience in a given procedure to meet graduation requirements. 

In order to ensure that the case logs of the residents in Obstetrics and Gynecology are kept up to date, residents are required to log into the system and report their cases at least once every two weeks.  This requirement will be waived when a resident is on a rotation where there are no procedures to be logged. 

The program director will review case log data once monthly.   If a resident has not logged cases within the two week time period, they will receive a warning email from the Program Director.  If a third email warning is received in the same academic year then a Letter of Deficiency will be issued after review by the Clinical Competency Committee. In addition to logging their outstanding cases within 48 hours of receiving the letter of deficiency, residents will be required to write a statement outlining their plan for how they will be more adherent to our policy.  They will not participate in any surgical procedures until their case log is completely up to date.  Further non-compliance with our case log policy may result in additional disciplinary action in accordance with the GME Academic Improvement Policy.
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
