Policy/Procedures

Description of process:  

During the PGY-3 year each resident in good standing is eligible for an elective rotation at Holy Cross Hospital. This elective experience is 2 weeks in duration. However, a resident may utilize 1 week of vacation in order to have 3 weeks of elective time. Certain away/outside rotations may require 4 weeks of elective time. The Program Director may grant this additional week on an individual basis. The resident does not forfeit another week of vacation if a 4-week elective is granted. Each resident is allowed $500 from the Departmental Education Fund for expenses related to their elective time.  

You must submit your application to the Holy Cross Hospital Site Director, Dr. Mufarrij (mufari@holycrosshealth.org) and to the Program Director, Dr. Marko (kmarko@mfa.gwu.edu) by June 15th of your PGY-2 year. Once you receive approval from the program, you need to submit an elective application to the GME office (http://smhs.gwu.edu/academics/gme/current-residents/elective-rotations).  This is very important and needs to be completed 90 days before the start date of your elective. Once approved by the GME Office and DIO, the Chief Medical Officer of the MFA will review it to ensure that your malpractice insurance will cover the experience. 

Ideas for how to spend your time include: 

· GW Health Policy Elective - This is a 3-week elective offered twice a year and involves learning about health care policy including trips to the Hill to meet with staff/lobbyists 

· Gyn office experience - Spending time with a physician in their office to learn more about outpatient care and the business of medicine

· Subspecialty experiences either at GW or an outside institution (rotations at GW must not interfere with other learners) – Family Planning/REI/FPMRS/Gynecologic Oncology/MFM/Ultrasound/Genetics are all possibilities

· Sexual pain clinic - Working with Dr. Andrew Goldstein & Dr. Sarah Cigna to learn about vulvar pain disorders

· Menopause – Working with either Dr. Marko or Dr. James Simon to learn more about menopause management

· Business of Medicine - Create your own experience to learn about billing/managing an office/the legal system

· Midwifery Care – Rotate with our midwifery colleagues

· International experiences

If you choose not to participate in an elective experience you will rotate at Holy Cross Hospital as an Advanced Gynecology/Clinic resident. 

The elective application form and an example are attached below. If you do not submit a proposal by June 15 or do not complete the elective form for the GME office before the required deadlines you will not be able to participate in the elective experience. Please copy the Program Manager on all communication with the GME office.
